Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance 
of me.” On the day you raised him from the dead he was recognized by his disciples in the breaking 
of the bread, and in the power of your Holy Spirit your Church has continued in the breaking of the 
bread and the sharing of the cup.

And so, in remembrance of these your mighty acts in Jesus Christ, we offer ourselves in praise and 
thanksgiving as a holy and living sacrifice, in union with Christ’s offering for us, as we proclaim the 
mystery of faith.
