Now, when we your people prepare for the yearly feast of Easter, you lead us to
repentance for sin and the cleansing of our hearts, that during these forty days of Lent we may be gifted and
graced to reaffirm the covenant you made with us through Christ.



On the night in which he gave himself up for us, he took bread, gave thanks to you, broke the bread, gave
it to his disciples, and said: “Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you. Do this in remembrance
of me.” When the supper was over he took the cup, gave thanks to you, gave it to his disciples, and said:
