Our Easter offering this year will support two impactful 
ministries—one local and one global—both faithfully 
serving communities in need and sharing the love of 
Christ in tangible ways. 
 
Locally, we are partnering with Open Door Ministries in 
High Point, which has been on the front lines of serving 
individuals experiencing homelessness, food insecurity, 
and crisis for over 33 years. In 2025 alone, they provided 
food to 9,399 individuals, offered shelter to 382 men, and 
touched more than 20,000 lives.

Due to new regula-
tions, the school must undergo significant renovations 
to remain open. While the church has begun this work, 
the financial burden exceeds their resources. Without 
these updates, both the school and church face closure—
impacting not only students and families, but the entire 
community that depends on them for education and a 
spiritual home.
